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BOARD OF CAPTAINS BY-LAWS  (2011)

Members of the Board of Captains will follow these guidelines
     1. Must be a member of the Bay Shore Tuna Club for 

         at least two years to be appointed as a member of

     2. Must not miss more than two (2) consecutive monthly meetings

     3. Must have a working knowledge of the International 

         Game Fish Association (IGFA) Rules, boat handling 

        (including rules of the road), and boat safety equipment

         and requirements

     4. Must always exhibit good conduct and good sportsmanship

     5. To be considered for a seat on the Board of Captains a 

         letter containing background information must be 

         submitted to the current Board of Captains
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Bay Shore Tuna Club - Fishing Rules (2011)

Annual awards will be given for the first and second largest fish weighed in between January 1 and December 31 in the following categories: Flounder, Fluke, Sea Bass, Blue Fish, Cod, Wahoo, Tile Fish, Yellow Fin Tuna, Long Fin Tuna, Big Eye Tuna, Giant Tuna (minimum 311 lbs or 73 inches), Striped Bass, Bonito, Black Fish, Weakfish, Dolphin, Mako Shark (minimum 150 lbs), Thresher Shark (Minimum 180 lbs), Swordfish (Minimum 100 lbs).  There will also be awards for the first and second largest White Marlin, Blue Marlin and all species of sharks (minimum 150 lbs) during official tournaments.

Annual awards will be given to Junior Members (age 16 and younger) for the first and second place in the following categories: Snapper, Flounder, Fluke, Sea Bass, Blue Fish, Striped Bass, Cod, Bonito, Weakfish and Black Fish.

An award shall be given for the largest fish weighted in during the Week-Long contests in the following categories: Flounder, Fluke, Blue Fish, Striped Bass, Yellow Fin Tuna, Blue Fin Tuna, Long Fin Tuna, Bonito, Weakfish, Cod, Mako Shark, Black Fish and Sea Bass.  Week-Long contest prizes are awarded to ADULT MEMBERS ONLY.

There will be an award for the First Tuna Caught during each year.

There will be special awards given to deserving members.

All awards and/or trophies shall be determined at the discretion of the Awards Committee.

Any member old or new of the Bay Shore Tuna Club must have their annual membership dues paid on or before March 16th in order to be eligible for any yearlong, weeklong, or club tournament awards.  Any old or new member must wait 30 (Thirty) days before weighing in any fish for any club awards; regardless of what time of year they have joined the Bay Shore Tuna Club.

All anglers fishing on any boat participating in an Intra-Club Tournament except the Tuna Tournament must be members of the Bay Shore Tuna Club in good standing and their dues paid or the boat and all anglers will be disqualified for any prize.  Only one prize will be awarded to a member or a boat in any Intra-Club Tournament.

ONLY ONE ANNUAL AWARD WILL BE GIVEN IN EACH SPECIES
TO ANY MEMBER IN GOOD STANDING.
All winnings shall be picked up by the winning member at one of the following three monthly meetings or at the end of the third monthly meeting the prize money will be returned to the club treasury.
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Bay Shore Tuna Club - Fishing Rules (2011)

To be eligible, all fish must be caught on rod and reel, and the angler must bring the fish to gaff unaided.  A catch will be disqualified under any of the following circumstances: a broken rod, hand lining a fish, any person(s) other than the angler touching any part of the tackle (except outriggers, leader harness, or fishing chair), the use of any other line snapped on or in any way attached to double a line or leader, shooting a fish, use of a harpoon/lance/iron, or use of a gaff before the leader is in hand.  International Game Fish Association (IGFA) rules will apply except that multi-hook plugs and wire line is allowed for club prizes.
All fish to be weighed in must be submitted on an official club weight slip, to be supplied by the member, and must be weighed in at an official club weigh in station ONLY.  All weight slips must be signed by the angler and stamped by the weigh station and must including the station's name, the date, the type of fish, and the weight.  Witness to a signature does not have to be a club member.  Weight slips given during tournaments will be accepted only if an official Bay Shore Tuna Club weigh in card is completed and attached to the tournament weigh in slip.  There are no other acceptable means for submitting a weight slip for club prizes.  Weight slips must be received by club headquarters (Burnett's Bait & Tackle, 16 Bayview Avenue, Bay Shore) within five (5) days.   In the event of a tie, first and second prizes will be split between the two winners.  The WHITE copy remains with the angler, the YELLOW copy is to be presented at the monthly meeting, and the PINK copy remains at the club headquarters.

Fish caught during Inter-Club tournaments are eligible for annual awards if they meet all other requirements and are entered on the Bay Shore Tuna Club weigh-in form.  Tournament weigh-in slips stapled to our card will be accepted.

Geographic areas of where fish to be eligible for club prizes are as follows: The South Shore of Long Island ONLY.  Members fishing may leave from and return through any of the following inlets:  Shinnecock,  Moriches,  Fire Island,  and Jones.  Club organized fishing charters are the only exception.
Surfcasters may fish from any Long Island shore since they are not boat fisherpersons and are awarded separate prizes.  
Any questions a club member may have regarding anything relating to fishing may contact any Board of Captain member listed via Club Channel #72 or by published telephone number.
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Bay Shore Tuna Club - Tournament Sponsorship Guidelines (2011)
Board of Captains Responsibilities:

1) The Board of Captains will decide what tournaments the Bay Shore Tuna Club will enter.
2) The Board of Captains will allocate the percentage of entry fees for each event.

3) At the beginning of each calendar year, the Board of Captains will present to the Board of Directors the following:


A. Tournaments to be fished


B. The Captains and Co-Captains for each tournament


C. The amount of money needed from the Bay Shore Tuna Club


     to sponsor tournament entries.

Sponsorship Rules:

Note: Membership year will be from January 1 to December 31.  Dues will be accepted until March 16th for a member to be in good standing.

1) Must be a member in good standing (dues paid prior to March 16th).  First year members are ineligible for sponsorship by the Club.
2) You must notify the Board of Captains' members assigned to the tournament either at the tournament Captain's Meeting or on the day of the tournament in order to qualify for sponsorship.  NO EXCEPTIONS 

3) A boat is limited to one sponsorship annually.  

4) A Club member is limited to one sponsorship annually.

5) At the September Meeting there will be a drawing to pick five (5) eligible boats to receive a proposed $100.00 each for having fished in a Club sponsored shark tournament.  Winners need not be present.

6) If the boat or member places in the tournament, the member or boat will not be credited for fishing that tournament.

7) Moneys for tournaments will be allocated as club treasury limits permit.

8) All decisions made by the Tournament Captains are FINAL.

ARTICLE I

NAME

This Organization shall be known as the Bay Shore Tuna Club Inc.

ARTICLE II

OBJECT

The object of this organization is two-fold:

Section 1.  To promote interest and encourage participation in Rod and Reel Fishing in general

Section 2.  To foster and support all movements and endeavors to aid in the protection, 
                  preservation, and propagation of fish and protection of Sport Fishing and 
                  Sportfishermen.

ARTICLE III
MEMBERS

Section 1.  Any Adult shall be eligible for membership; provided that such adult be proposed or 
                  sponsored by one member of the BSTC.  An application for membership shall be 
                  sent to the Membership Chairperson who shall report it together with the name of 
                  the sponsor at the next Regular Meeting.

Section 2.  A person shall be declared a member of the Bay Shore Tuna Club, upon payment of 
                  annual dues for the first year.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Section 1.  The officers of the BSTC shall be a President, Vice-President, a Recording 
                  Secretary/Treasurer, and not more than thirty (30) Directors.  These officers shall 
                  perform the duties prescribed by the By-Laws and the parliamentary authority 
                  adopted by the BSTC.  The duties of these officers shall be as follows:

Section 2.  At the October Meeting, a Nominating committee consisting of five volunteers 
                 (Directors, Officers, and Past Presidents only) in good standing shall be formed and 
                 they shall elect their own chairman.  The general membership shall also be given an 

                 opportunity to nominate a candidate for any office that is to be filled.
                At the November Meeting, the Nominating committee will present their slate to the 

                Board of Directors for approval.

Section 6.  CODE OF ETHICS:


        No Officer or Director of the BSTC shall, at any time, compete against the BSTC

                   in any tournament or fishing contest.  Any Officer or Director of the BSTC that 


         fishes against the BSTC shall be asked to resign.

Section 7.  No member shall at any time, show poor sportsmanship, bad conduct, or engage in 

                  any physical altercation of any nature while attending any BSTC sponsored event or 

                  meeting.

Section 8.  No member shall knowingly and willfully break the by-laws or contest rules 

                  associated with any BSTC sponsored meeting or event.

Section 9.  No member shall at any time falsely profit from the BSTC treasury.

Section 10.  All members shall represent the BSTC at all times in a professional and sportsman 

                    like manner.

Section 11.  Any member found to be in breech of any by-laws or rules would fall under the 

                    jurisdiction of the Disciplinary Committee.

ARTICLE V

ARTICLE VIII
AENDMENET OF THE BY-LAWS

These By-Laws can be amended at any regular membership meeting of the BSTC by a two-thirds vote, provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous monthly meeting.  The Board of Directors shall be notified, prior to the meeting, that an amendment will be submitted.
AMENDMENTS

All Past Presidents shall be considered paid up members for life and be exempt from dues and assessments ad be entitled to all privileges. 
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
